Assemblyman Nader Sayegh Grant. At a February 6 press event at the Will branch, Assemblyman 
Nader Sayegh announced that YPL is the recipient of a $25,000 grant from New York State. We are 
designating the funds to go toward our planned space assessment at Will. 
 
Code Heroes. We are partnering with AT&T, Westchester Library System and The Digital Arts 
Experience (DAE) to provide week-long coding camps at Riverfront and Will. Students in grades 6-8 will 
design and create video games that address the impacts of cyberbullying. The programs are presented 
free of charge.
